How You Can Help Students
Encourage the student to:
· Use the agenda planner to record assignments every day.
· Organize notebook(s). You may have to help the student clean out book bags and notebooks.
· Complete EVERY ASSIGNMENT.  
· Adopt a NO ZERO policy.  
· Turn in work when it is due. If the student misses the first due date, encourage turning the assignment in late.  Any credit is better than no credit.
· Turn in work that is partially completed.  Any grade is better than a zero!!  Show student how devastating a zero can be to an average.
· Make up work in a timely manner.  It is student’s responsibility to see his/her teacher to determine a time for makeup.  NO LEAVING AI TO MAKE UP QUIZZES OR TESTS!
· Work on homework.
· Review class notes.
· Study for quizzes and tests.
· Complete study guides. Help the student use table of contents, indices, and chapter subtitles to find answers.
· Practice math problems.
· Make flash cards and USE them!  Repetition is a key strategy to learning.
· Use techniques such as highlighting, underlining, rewriting class notes, using 2-column note taking, etc.
· Seek help from the classroom teacher.  The teacher knows the content and what will be on quizzes and tests.
· Stay focused on academics for the full 35 minutes in AI.
