Policies

Attendance
Attendance is extremely important in this class.  I will go over some material that is not in the textbook, and you will need to be in class for that extra information.  Please email me if you are going to be absent or if you are sick.  It is easier for everyone if you get the assignments that you are going to miss ahead of time.  I will allow you to make up any missed work if you had an excused absence.  Classwork and tests may not be made up if you were unexcused.  If you miss class the day before a scheduled test or quiz, you are required to take that exam if you are present on the scheduled day.  Skipping class is not going to give you an extra study day.   

Missing Work
