STUDENTS TRANSFERRING FROM A PRIVATE or NON-GEORGIA PUBLIC SCHOOL
Welcome!

The Georgia Department of Education funds the gifted program and establishes the policies for gifted education that the Gwinnett County Public Schools follow.

Students transferring from a private or non-Georgia school must undergo the Georgia  evaluation process in order to be considered for placement. This requirement also applies to students who were identified as gifted by their previous private or non-Georgia school. Students cannot begin the evaluation process until they are actively attending classes at a Georgia public school. 

 The Georgia Department of Education does not reciprocate gifted placement with private schools or non-Georgia schools. Even if a student has been previously placed in a gifted program in a private or non-Georgia school, the Georgia DOE requires re-evaluation. Scores from a previous placement at a student’s school that meet the criteria on the next page will be accepted with appropriate documentation and dates (see chart on next page).
Copies of national, standardized test scores and of the last two years of report card grades would greatly facilitate the process if a student wishes to be evaluated. Even if this information has been submitted to the counseling office, transcript information will not readily be available while it is being processed and filed.
